Student Athlete Policy

1.  
The student athlete must conduct himself/herself in a respectful manner at all times (practice ,both home and away games). The student athlete must show respect for his/her coach, game officials, teammates, fans, other team coaches, and other players at all times.

Students should recognize that the goal is not winning, but learning and developing strong fundamental skills in the sport.
3.  The coach of the team has the right to discipline any student athlete by way of suspension from the team (on a temporary or permanent basis) if he/she finds the behavior of the athlete inappropriate or unacceptable.

The student athlete understands playing time is the coach's decision and not a guarantee. 
5.   Sports involve teamwork and cooperation with others.  The student athlete is a part of the team and should contribute what he/she can in order to make the team better.  No team should be about one or two players. 

7.   Being a member of a team should be fun and a good learning experience.   Sports help build a student athlete's self confidence and improve their physical, mental, and social health.  Make this a positive learning experience.
As a player, I acknowledge that making mistakes and losing are part of life.  We all suffer setbacks.  I pledge that I will be tolerant of the mistakes of players, coaches, referees, and others.  I recognize that mistakes are opportunities for learning.
